Thank you for submitting your completed admission
form for your child. You are reminded that you are in-
vited to visit and attend a meeting on Wednesday 21
June at 10.00am. If you have not yet completed your
admission form please ensure it is completed and re-
turned to the school office by Tuesday 2 May.

If you require a nursery place for your child in Septem-
ber (birthdays between 1 September 2019 and 31 Au-
gust 2020) and have not already completed an admis-
sion form please speak to Mr Phillips, Admission
Officer in the school office as there is still some spaces
available.

Reminder — absence due to illness

If your child is unwell and cannot attend school, please
ring the school office Tel: 020 8590 8474 before 9.30
a.m. if your call is not answered please leave a mes-
sage ensuring you speak clearly on the answerphone
press option 1 to report the absence. Please ensure
you tell us your child’s name, class and reason for ab-
sence (please do not state unwell). and if possible state
your child’s expected return date. Symptoms of vom-
iting, diarrhoea or temperature require your child to
remain at home for 48 hours. If you do not inform us
of your child’s absence a call will be made to parents
requesting an explanation for your child’s absence. If
we do not receive a reply a text message will be sent to
you to contact the school and report the absence as
above.

If your child is absent for 5 days or more or has low
attendance you will be required to provide medical
evidence to support their absence. This can be in the
form of a GP appointment card, prescription or pre-
scribed medication. If medical evidence cannot be pro-
duced a full written explanation for your child’s ab-
sence should be submitted to the Attendance Officer.
