              Eco News 

On Monday it was Earth Day, an annual event to focus 
on the environmental issues we have across our planet 
and to highlight the efforts being made to 
protect it. This year the theme was 'Planet 
versus plasƟcs' with a call to try and achieve 
a 60% reducƟon in the use of plasƟcs by 
2040. 

In Barley Lane we are working hard to become a more 
sustainable school. Most of our children now bring to 
school a re‐usable water boƩle rather than a single use 
plasƟc one. We have some re‐usable water boƩles that 
can be bought from our school office if you sƟll have to 
make the change. 

Now that spring is here we can think about helping the 
bees that visit our gardens and outdoor spaces. 

Thanks to the rich diversity of plants and flowers, gar‐
dens are some of the best habitats for pollinators. 
There is always space though for more pollinators in 
our gardens. 

The best ways to encourage bees and other pollinators 
into your garden is by providing nectar‐ and pollen‐rich 
flowers throughout the year. CreaƟng suitable nest 
sites in your garden is another excellent way to provide 
for them. 

Here’s how you can do more to support pollinators in 
your garden, outside space or community: 

Fill gardens with RHS Plants for Pollinators plants 

1. Allow lawn ‘weeds’ to flower by cuƫng less oŌen 

2. Provide water for pollinators 

3. Avoid using pesƟcides wherever possible and never
